Startup

Before connecting the cable to the ICX-510, the included Snap On Ferrite
(EMKOB99121) must be attached near the end of the cable.

1 Power up the IXC-510.

2 Watch the LEDs. During startup the Power LED and the Fault LED will be lit.
When up and running, the green status LED will start flashing.

3 Connectalaptop to Ethernet port 0. Use an Ethernet cable.

4 ConnectthelCX-510

Connect the power cable to the ICX-510. Then connect the power supply to a
100-240VAC power source.

4 Connectto web server - Zenitel Connect Pro User Interface. The ICX-510
comes with an embedded web server which provides functions for system
configuration, monitoring and upgrade.
